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Poinsettia Gift Box 
 

Supplies Needed: 
 
Surface:  Oval Paper Mache  ́box   (9”high x 9”wide x 7.5”deep) 
 
Brushes: ¾ flat, #12flat, #2scriptliner 
 
Paint: Folk Art acrylic paint colors: 
          720 (artist pigment)Cobalt Blue  
          901 Wicker White 
          662 Metallic Silver Sterling 
 
Miscellaneous:   Sea sponge for background  
           Old toothbrush for spatter 
           Stylus 



 
                                         Poinsettia Gift Box Directions 
 
 
Surface Preparation: 
 
With a sponge double loaded with Cobalt Blue and Wicker White, use a circular motion 
to get good coverage on the box and lid, making sure not to not overblend.  With a damp 
seasponge, accent with areas of light and dark by picking up white and blue alternately.   
Thin some Cobalt Blue with water , and load an old toothbrush.  Practice the spatter first 
by flicking the bristles on paper, and when you have good control, spatter your box and 
lid. Let dry. 
 
 
Directions for Design: 
 
1. Transfer design to box. 
 
2.  Poinsettia -Double load the ¾ flat brush with Wicker White(WW) and Metallic Silver  
Sterling(MSS). With White to the outside, form poinsettia leaves.  Let dry.  Strengthen 
the shading by sideloading Metallic Sterling Silver on #12 flat with water . With thinned 
Wicker White, outline the edges of the petals with #2 scriptliner.  Dot the centers with 
Cobalt Blue(CB) on the brush handle and when dry, dot with Metallic Silver Sterling on a 
stylus. 
 
3.  Leaves- Doubleload the ¾ flat with Wicker White and Metallic Sterling Silver.  With 
the silver to the outside form the leaves in a wiggle motion.  Using a liner brush, pull 
stems with silver.  Make the smaller leaves by double loading the #12 flat with WW and 
MSS, pulling stems as you go. 
 
4.  Spirals- Using water thinned MSS, make spirals by staying on the tip of the brush and 
pulling into the circle. 
 
5.  Dots- Use a stylus or scriptliner brush handle to make three dots of MSS randomly 
throughout the design..  
 
6. Seal with acrylic sealer when dry.
