Winter Blessings Instructions 

 
1.  Seal wood piece with all purpose sealer.  Basecoat upper two-thirds of surface (sky) 
with Cobalt Blue and let dry. 
 
2.  Using #6 Dove multi purpose brush, or large 1” scruffy brush, stipple over the Cobalt 
Blue with Azure Blue making it not quite opaque. 
 
3.  Load tip of stippler with Hydrangea and randomly stipple over the other two colors 
letting the other two colors show through a bit. 
 
4.  With a dirty brush, stipple Wicker White over lower one-third of board for snow. 
 
5.  Let dry and transfer pattern. 
 
6.  Basecoat snowman in Wicker White with stippler.  With large flat brush,base the 
snowman’s hat in Midnight and the scarf in Napthol Crimson. With #12flat, base 
snowman nose in Glazed Carrots. 
 
7.   Float the shading on the outside right side of the snowman’s face in Cobalt Blue 
using ¾”  flat shader. Also shade snowman’s arm and around thumb and finger. (see 
photo) 
 
8.    Using a ¾” flat shader, float shade folds in scarf and scarf knot with Dioxazine 
Purple. 
 
9.    Shade snowman’s hat with Dioxazine Purple, around the outside edges using a 3/4 “ 
flat shader.   
 
10.  Using a #6 scumbler, load Purple Lilac and dry brush in  the highlighted areas of the 
snowman’s hat.  Use a circular motion and start in the area of the brightest highlight and 
move out. For the final highlights, use Wicker White on Scumbler and go over areas of 
brightest highlight. Use a #2 scriptliner loaded with WickerWhite, and add a glint of a 
highlight on the brim of the hat. 
 
11.  Snowman eyes:  Using the #2 scriptliner, outline the eyes in Midnight.  Fill in 
completely the smaller oval with Midnight and add highlights by dotting with Wicker 
White on the end of the #2 scriptliner. Line eyebrows with Midnight. 
 
12.  Stipple cheeks with Napthol Crimson and Wicker White. 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
 
 
13.  Line mouth with Napthol Crimson on #2 scriptliner. 
 
 
14.  Outline carrot nose with Burnt Sienna. And add random lines forming carrot hairs. 
Dry brush in a small amount of Yellow Light in center of nose for highlight on #6 
scumbler. 
 
 
15.  Using #1 scriptliner loaded with thicket, pull the centers of the evergreen sprigs 
(hairs) on the snowman’s forehead and add evergreen needles.  Add more needles with 
Hauser Medium Light and a few with the lightest value, Lime Yellow. 
 
 
16.  Using the ½  rake brush  loaded with Thicket, fill in the evergreen trees until opaque.  
Reload brush with Hauser Medium Light, and and randomly add strokes all over tree 
forming branches.  Reload the brush with Lime Yellow and add highlights to left side of 
trees only.    Using same brush, dot snow randomly on some of the branches with Wicker 
White. 
 
 
17.  Using #2 scriptliner, base in letters in Hydrangea.  Using thinned Wicker White, 
make diagonal stripes on the letters. Using thinned Cobalt, outine left side or underside of 
letters.  
 
18.  With #2 scriptliner loaded with Wicker White, outline stars.  Dot ends of stars with 3 
dots made with a stylus.  Using #6 scumbler loaded with a tiny amount of Wicker White, 
form circles around stars to make glow.  Add a few lined highlights with scriptliner on 
the larger star with thinned Wicker white on #2 scriptliner.  
 
 
19.  Using thinned Wicker White, load toothbrush and spatter snow randomly over 
surface. 
 
20.  Sign your name.  
 
21.  When completely dry, apply matte sealer to surface. 
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
